Introduction:

Gaelscoil Shliabh Rua is multi-denominational school under the patronage of An Foras Pátrúnachta na Scoileanna Lán-Ghaeilge.

What does that mean?

The school provides an environment in which the spiritual background of each child is equally respected whatever their family’s viewpoint. We implement the Learn Together programme. It has four strands:

· Moral and spiritual development

· Equality and Justice

· Belief Systems

· Ethics and Environment

One specific strand aims to develop in children a critical knowledge, understanding and awareness of the teachings of religious and non-theistic belief systems and how these systems relate to our shared human experience. The Learn Together curriculum aims to inform rather than instruct. It teaches children about religions rather than teaching that one is “the right way to think”. 

The aim of Gaelscoil Shliabh Rua is to create a learning environment where the uniqueness of each child is nurtured and respected. We promote inclusiveness. We develop the child holistically to give them a fully rounded education. Co-operation between pupils, staff and parents is the foundation of our school. The professional development of Staff is important to us.

Equality is central to all aspects of the school.  We are proud of the welcoming, positive atmosphere in the school.
Irish in the School

The daily language of the school is the Irish language and all subjects, except English, are taught through the medium of Irish. Children learn the language naturally as they progress through their early years in school. The school covers the same curriculum as all primary schools. Parents and all visitors to the school are asked to support their children in speaking Irish and to use whatever Irish they have when they come to the school.
History of the School

Gaelscoil Shliabh Rua opened it’s doors for the first time on the 28th August 2013. On the first day, there was one teacher, the school principal, Conchúr Ó Raghallaigh and 8 children, all in Junior Infants. For the first school year, the school was located in pre-fab buildings in De La Salle Palmerston Rugby Club. The Department of Education & Skills received planning permission in 2014 to build a new school on the Ballyogan Road. 
In 2015, we moved into our new school. 
Why Sliabh Rua?

Sliabh Rua is the historical Irish name for Three Rock Mountain that stands beside us in Kilternan and Stepaside. This name was chosen to celebrate the history and natural surroundings in the area.

Gaelscoil Shliabh Rua Public Art Working Group have made the decision to commission a permanent artwork that is process focused and involves all the young children in this school for their Per Cent for Art project. This artwork can be sited internally or externally to the building. 
The brief asks the artist/s to include evidence in their submission that would demonstrate an ability to: 

· Focus on engagement with young children in the process of creating a site specific permanent artwork for a school, it’s students, teachers, parents and local community.

· Reflect on the previous and future history of an area in the creation of an artwork for a community.
· Create an artwork that will be relevant now and in the future for the new generations that will inhabit this site.
· Create an artwork that is durable and easily maintainable. 
· Reflect a strong ethos, vision and identity.
· Ability / willingness to collaborate with another artist, in the case that another artist is also commissioned for a community art project on this site. 
The Commissioning Process:
The selection process will take the form of a Two Stage Open Competition.  It is open to all interested professional artists at any stage of their career or experience. Selection will be based on the information supplied, establishing the competence of the artists to carry out this commission. No designs or detailed proposals are required in Stage 1.  
Stage 1
Artists are invited to express their interest in being considered for this project at the first stage of this commission.  Artists may do this by completing the application form and submission of a CV and images / details of recent relevant works / projects.  

The closing date for receipt of Stage 1 completed application form together with supporting documentation and material is 12 noon, Friday 17th June, 2016
Stage 2
From the completed Stage 1 applications; a shortlist of artists will be selected by panel jury.  This panel, whose decision is final, has the right to clarify any issue which may arise in the course of selection.  Stage 2 short listed artists will be paid a concept development fee of €150 to work on a detailed proposal for final selection.  A Stage 2 brief will be available to shortlisted artists and a site visit is expected at this stage.  
Gaelscoil Shliabh Rua reserves the right not to proceed with any submissions received. 
Selection Panel:
The Selection Panel will consist of two / three members of the Public Art Working Group and two Professional Artists and will be chaired by the Curator / Project Manager. 

Project Delivery Timeline:
It is anticipated that the project would commence in September 2016 and completion / delivery be in 2017. The timeline will be agreed with the commissioned artist at contract stage. 
Budget:

The total budget for the project is €25,000.  This includes the costs of any materials, artist’s fees, design development, artists’ insurance, supply and installation, signage, travel, and any other costs incurred in the production of the project / artwork. The artist will be responsible for meeting all of these costs out of the total budget allocated.
